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As part of out-reach efforts, RINSA pursues international research
collaboration between in-house experts and eminent scholars/
experts of foreign research institutes. The projects intend to analyze
security issues and develop policy solutions from more diversified
and international perspectives.
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RINSA provides research funds for scholars and researchers in
civilian universities and research institutes in Korea every year. The
final research products are collected and published annually. The
funds have contributed greatly to increasing scholarly interests
in security and defense affairs and a widening pool of security
analysts outside the government and the military in Korea.
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Based on both in-house analyses and outside consultations, RINSA
publishes at the end of every year a report forecasting three major
security issues that are most likely to pose serious threats to the
Korean Peninsula the next year. In addtion to forecasting, the report
also suggests policy options for the South Korean government and
military to cope with those three threats effectively.
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After selecting and translating foreign books with high scholarly
qualities or significant policy implications into Korean, RINSA
publishes them annually to provide reference materials for both
academic research and public policy-making on security and
defense affairs.

RINSA publishes two peer-reviewed, well-known journals regularly. One is the Journal of National
Defense Studies, which is in Korean and publised quarterly. The other is the Korean Journal of
Security Affairs(KJSA),, which is in English and biannual. Covering a wide range of important security
and defense issues, both journals are recognized as key sources for academic and policy studies on
relevant issues.

RINSA selects two major current issues concerning security and foreign relations of South Korea
every month and provides prominent experts' thorough but easy-to-read analysis of them. This
monthly leaflet helps not only to enhance public understanding on current security and foreign
issues but also form a wider public consensus on important pending policy issues.
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RINSA publishes a bimonthly leaflet in English which contains succinct but in-depth analyses
of two selected current national, regional or global security issues. Every issue of this leaflet is
distributed globally(about 80 renowned research institutes) as well as domestically and contributes
to disseminating a South Korean perspective on each chosen topic.

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Northeast Asian Security Policy Forum

RINSA convenes annually an international workshop that invites domestic and foreign scholars/experts(mainly
from the Northeast Asian countries) and holds in-depth discussions on the major issues concerning Northeast Asian
security. By providing invited scholars and experts with a stimulating setting of candid and serious discussions,
it helps not only to enhance mutual understandings of the participants but also to develop common strategic
insights and policy solutions to the selected issues.
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Annual Joint International Conference with Konrad
Adenauver Foundation(KAS)

RINSA co-hosts an international conference with KAS every year on the security topics of common interest between
South Korea and Germany. The joint conference provides both Korean and German participants with an excellent
opportunity to learn each other's perspectives on the current international security issues and to identify possible
areas of security cooperation between Northeast Asia and Europe and concrete ways to explore them.

RINSA holds an annual conference on timely topics concerning defense, foreign relations, and unification for
domestic scholars and experts.
