The Research Institute for National Security Affairs(RINSA), founded in February 1972 as the first
research institute focusing on national security studies in Korea, has contributed immensely to
ensuring national security of South Korea through its in-depth research analyses and practical
policy suggestions on security strategies and defense policies.

We expect that such a new path that we have never been before would not be
as smooth as ever. The result of the second US-DPRK Summit in February 2019 clearly demonstrate
this point.

Given this challenging situation, it is necessary to realistically analyze the situation and seek for
solutions that would meet our national interest. RINSA will play the central role to fulfill its mission.
RINSA will also do its best to contribute to the complete denuclearization of North Korea and the
establishment of a peace regime on the Korean peninsula through RINSA's research works, various
joint research with outstanding scholars at home an abroad, and collaborative research with
leading domestic and overseas research institutes.

We encourage your continued interest and warm support for the RINSA so that we can continue
to make contributions to enhancing global and regional as well as our own national security and
prosperity.

The funds
have contributed greatly to increasing scholarly interests in security
and defense affairs and a widening pool of security analysts outside the
government and the military in Korea.

The security crisis on the Korean peninsula initiated by North Korea’s nuclear development under the great
powers politics in the region has been developed to be a global concern beyond regional issue. As an effort to
pursue solutions to ease the concern, RINSA will inaugurate ‘The World Congress of Security Studies’ that invites
world leading scholars in the area of security studies to hear their assessment and answer to security issue on the
peninsula, and offers a forum to discuss security issues with scholars and policy makers.

World” Professor Stephen Walt at Harvard University representing Realism, Professor John Ikenberry of Princeton
University from liberal school, and Peter Katzenstein at Cornell University of Constructivism will deliver a keynote
speech. All participants will be having a hot debate about sub-topics of ‘Great powers relations and East Asia, and
‘Nuclear Issues of North Korea and Peace Regime on the Korean peninsula’

from the Northeast Asian countries) and holds in-depth discussions on the major issues concerning Northeast Asian
security. By providing invited scholars and experts with a stimulating setting of candid and serious discussions,
it helps not only to enhance mutual understandings of the participants but also to develop common strategic
insights and policy solutions to the selected issues.

RINSA co-hosts an international conference with KAS every year on the security topics of common interest between
South Korea and Germany. The joint conference provides both Korean and German participants with an excellent
opportunity to learn each other's perspectives on the current international security issues and to identify possible
areas of security cooperation between Northeast Asia and Europe and concrete ways to explore them.

RINSA holds an annual conference on timely topics concerning defense, foreign relations, and unification for
domestic scholars and experts. It promotes frank exchanges of views on the given issues among participants and
experts, and also helps the South Korean government find effective policy solutions to the pending issues.
