The Research Institute for National Security Affairs(RINSA), founded in February 1972 as the first re-
search institute focusing on national security studies in Korea, has contributed immensely to ensuring
national security of South Korea through its in-depth research analyses and practical policy suggestions
on security strategies and defense policies.

The new history has began to gear up for the complete denuclearization of North Korea and the establish-
ment of peace region on the Korean Peninsula, by the successive outstanding achievements including 4.27

such a new path that we have never been before would not be as smooth as ever. Inter-Korean relations
and US-North Korea relations, which have rarely been able to find a breakthrough since the second US-
DPRK summit, which ended with NO-DEAL last February, clearly show this. Also, this year, the COVID-19
Pandemic has occurred, and we are desperately experiencing the seriousness of transnational and non-
traditional security threats. The COVID-19 Pandemic will change the world order and be recorded as a

turning point in world history.

So we are in the midst of a tremendous security environment change. However, given this challenging
situation, it is necessary to realistically analyze the situation and seek for solutions that would meet our
national interest. RINSA will play the central role to fulfill its mission. RINSA will do its best to produce
meaningful research results not only through research by researchers in RINSA, but also through joint
research with scholars in relevant fields at home and abroad and cooperation with leading domestic and

foreign research institutes.

We encourage your continued interest and warm support for RINSA so that we can continue to make con-

tributions to enhancing global and regional as well as our own national security and prosperity.

The joint confer-
ence provides both Korean and German participants with an excellent opportunity
to learn each other’s perspectives on the current international security issues and
to identify possible areas of security cooperation between Northeast Asia and Eu-
rope and concrete ways to explore them.
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Annual National Security Conference
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RINSA holds an annual conference on timely topics concerning defense, foreign
relations, and unification for domestic scholars and experts. It promotes frank
exchanges of views on the given issues among participants and experts, and also
helps the South Korean government find effective policy solutions to the pending
issues.
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Four times a year, RINSA hosts breakfast meetings that invite eminent experts or
high level-decision-makers to discuss and find solutions to important current pol-
icy matters.
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ROK-France Joint Strategic Forum
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RINSA and FRS(Foundation pour la Recherche Strategie in France) have jointly
hosted a strategic forum annually in order to discuss and develop idea and policy
on commonly shared security issues in Northeast Asia since 2017, The Forum is
held alternatively in Seoul and Paris

scholars and experts who visit South Korea for either short- or long-term periods
in order to learn and share their knowledge and insights on their majoring fields.
