Research Institute for National Security Affairs (RINSA) was established in February 1972 as the first
security-related research institution in Korea. Since its establishment, it has fulfilled its role as a core
research institution that supports the formulation of national security policies by publishing security-re-
lated research materials, hosting academic seminars involving domestic and international researchers,
and making policy proposals for national security-related departments including the Ministry of National
Defense and the Joint Chiefs of Staff.

The current global and Korean security environment is full of multilayered challenges. The war between
Russia and Ukraine is causing a major rift not only in the European region but also in the global security
order. China's military buildup and expansion of activities based on the rise of national strength is be-
coming an instability factor to the Indo-Pacific order led by our ally, the United States. In particular, North
Korea's increase in nuclear and missile capabilities and offensive military provocations are major threat to
the Korean Peninsula and international security order. Furthermore, the importance of non-traditional

security threats such as COVID-19, climate change, and global supply chain disruptions is growing,.

Facing such security reality, RINSA will continue to fulfill tasks with following roles:

First, we will further expand our role in proposing appropriate national security policies and defense pol-
icies while continuing close coordination with relevant departments and agencies such as the President's
Office, the Joint Chiefs of Staff, the Army, Navy, Air Force, and Marine Corps. Second, we will build a secu-
rity research network that contributes to the stability of the Korean Peninsula and international security
order by gathering the capabilities of on-campus researchers and through active exchanges with experts at
home and abroad. Third, in order to meet our enhanced standard of national status, we will promote the
international community's understanding on Korea's security policy through collaboration with global
security research institutes, and act as a hub for receiving cooperation regarding security policies. Fourth,
research on security policy alternatives and the establishment of global security research network will
be used to advance security courses in the curriculum of Korea National Defense University and other

related educational institutions.

We look forward to being a research center that proposes reliable policy alternatives when people are

curious about Korea's national security measures.

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RINSA publishes a bimonthly leaflet in English which contains
succinct but in-depth analyses of two selected current national,
regional or global security issues. Every issue of this leaflet is dis-
tributed globally(about 8o renowned research institutes) as well
as domestically and contributes to disseminating a South Korean
perspective on each chosen topic.
